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SUPPLIER SOCIAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE POLICY
Effective Date: 1 July 2025
1. Policy Purpose
To ensure all suppliers align with Tunu-ApC’s commitment to:

· Ethical Sourcing: Zero tolerance for child labour (per Child Labour Policy).

· Environmental Stewardship: Sustainable farming and processing.

· Social Responsibility: Empowerment of women/youth and community development.

· Compliance with Tanzanian laws, ILO conventions, and Tunu-ApC’s core values (Health & Wellness, Integrity, Quality Excellence and community Empowerment).

2. Scope
Applies to:

· All suppliers of raw materials (spices, coconuts), packaging, logistics, and services.

· Subcontractors and secondary partners in Tunu-ApC’s supply chain.



3. Mandatory Social Criteria
A. Labour Standards
· No Child Labour: Strict prohibition of workers under 18 (ages 15–17 permitted only for light, non-hazardous tasks with parental consent and school attendance).

· Fair Wages: Minimum wage compliance (Tanzanian Employment Act) + living wage principles.

· Safe Working Conditions: PPE, clean water, and hygienic facilities.

· Non-Discrimination: Equal opportunities for women, youth, people with disabilities and marginalized groups.

B. Community Impact
· Support Tunu-ApC’s empowerment initiatives (e.g., nutrition education, vocational training).

· No land grabbing or displacement of local communities.



4. Mandatory Environmental Criteria
A. Sustainable Agriculture
	Practice
	Requirement

	Soil & Water Conservation
	No deforestation; use of terracing, cover crops, or agroforestry.

	Chemical Use
	Organic certification preferred; synthetic pesticides/herbicides prohibited (aligns with Tunu’s "organic" product claims).

	Biodiversity
	Protect natural habitats; no monoculture expansion into protected areas.


B. Resource Efficiency
· Energy: Renewable energy (e.g., solar drying) in processing units.

· Water: Rainwater harvesting or drip irrigation in farming.

· Waste:

· Biodegradable/non-plastic packaging (e.g., recycled paper for spice bags).

· Zero burning of agricultural residues.



5. Supplier Verification & Monitoring
A. Pre-Contract Due Diligence
· Submit:

· Proof of labour compliance (e.g., worker age verification, payroll records).

· Environmental impact assessment (for large-scale farms).

· Organic/fair-trade certifications (if applicable).

B. Ongoing Audits
· Tier 1 (High-Risk Suppliers): Spice farmers, coconut producers.

· Unannounced audits annually (mirrors Child Labour Policy enforcement).

· All Suppliers:

· Self-assessment questionnaires biannually.

· Documentation: Records of water/energy use, waste management.



6. Corrective Actions & Consequences
A. Non-Compliance Response
	Violation Severity
	Action

	Minor (e.g., paperwork gaps)
	30-day remediation plan; training support.

	Major (e.g., child labour, toxic dumping)
	Contract suspension + independent investigation.

	Critical (forced labour, habitat destruction)
	Immediate termination + public disclosure.


B. Incentives
· Preferred Supplier Status: For exceeding standards (e.g., zero-waste processing, women-led cooperatives).

· Price Premiums: For certified organic/fair-trade products.



7. Transparency & Reporting
· Suppliers must disclose:

· Subcontractors used (for full traceability).

· Incident reports (e.g., spills, labour disputes).

· Tunu-ApC publishes annual Supply Chain Sustainability Report.



8. Capacity Building
· Training: Free workshops on:

· Organic farming techniques.

· Labour rights (per ILO conventions).

· Tech Support: Access to Tunu’s "Climate Smart Agricultural Technology" (CSAT) hubs.
